Responsibility For Act Of Another--Withdrawal

A person is not legally responsible for the conduct of another, if, before the commission
of the offense charged, he terminates his effort to promote or facilitate the commission of the
offense charged and [ (wholly deprives his prior efforts of effectiveness in the commission of
that offense) (gives timely warning to the proper law enforcement authorities) (makes proper
effort to prevent the commission of that offense) ].
